TEXTBOOK: The Battle for Truth, Noebel 

COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed to help the students 

understand, from a Christian perspective, the important issues facing the world today. The students will analyze the issues from various secular worldviews and compare and contrast those with the Biblical worldview. The students will study not only the various problems and issues facing the world today but also the root causes and possible solutions. The text will be used to compare and contrast aspects of five worldviews; secular humanism, Marxist/Leninist thought, cosmic humanism (New Age), radical Islam and Biblical Christianity. The students will then bring an understanding of these world views into the analysis of current world issues.
GRADING: The Cedar Park grading scale will be used. Grades will be based on a cumulative point total. Most tests are worth 100 points, weekly assignments are typically worth 20 points, and projects range from 20-200 points. Participation in its various forms (discussions, presentations, questions and answers, etc.) accounts for approximately 1/3 of the grade.
LATE WORK: Late work is penalized 50% unless it is caused by an excused absence. In that case, the student has one day for every day absent to make up the work without being penalized.
TARDIES: In accordance with school policy, quarter grades may be lowered by 2% for each tardy over five.
PROJECTS: Individual and group projects will be a major feature of this course. Students will be required to work within a team framework and to make classroom presentations on research projects. This will enable them to gather a wealth of knowledge on particular topics of their choosing, thus enabling them to acquire some degree of expertise in that area.
NOTE: This class is intended to help the students acquire knowledge and perspectives that will enable them to be effective Christian leaders and citizens.
