COURSE DESRIPTION:

This course, United States History, is designed to enable the student to achieve basic understanding of the history of the US from a Christian perspective.  Emphasis will be placed upon the factors that have most directly contributed to the development of the cultural, economic, and governmental systems and institutions found in the United States today.  The course will combine chronological as well as thematic studies.  A consistent effort will be made to relate historical events to the student’s everyday life.  Special emphasis will be placed upon exploring the people and values that have advanced God’s plan throughout US history.
GRADING: The Cedar Park/North Sound grading scale will be used.  Grades will be based on a cumulative point total.  Most tests are worth 100 points, most daily assignments are worth 10 points, and projects range from 20-200 points.  Participation is worth approximately 10% of the grade.
LATE WORK: Late work is penalized 50% if it is received within two days of its due date, unless it is caused by an excused absence.  In that case, the student has one day for every day absent to make up the work without being penalized.

TARDIES: In accordance with school policy, quarter grades may be lowered by 2% for each tardy over five.
PROJECTS: Projects will be a major feature of this course.  It is vitally important that students participate fully on project and presentation days.  The special projects can be among the most memorable of a student’s high school life.

EXPECTATIONS: Students will treat each other, and the instructor, with respect and be willing to participate in a positive manner in class readings, discussions and projects.  Students will bring the text, a pen and notebook to each class session.

NOTE: In my opinion, we are living in a time where Christian values, which were the foundation of our country, are under tremendous assault by government, media, and educational institutions.  Therefore, it is more important than ever for the students to understand the true history of this great nation.
