COURSE DESCRIPTION: This course is designed as an introduction to the study of today’s world from a geographical perspective.  We will emphasize a Biblical view of the world and God’s design for it.  The students will study specific topics such as climate, landforms, water, animal and plant life, as well as how these features influence human population patterns and interactions.  The students will also examine regions of the world by learning how each region developed historically and culturally.

GRADING: The Cedar Park grading scale will be used.  Grades will be based upon a cumulative point total.   Most tests are worth 100 points, most daily assignments are worth 10-20 points and, and projects range from 20-200 points.  Participation is worth approximately 10% of the grade.

LATE WORK: Late work is penalized 50%, unless it is caused by excused absence.  In that case, the student has one day for every day absent to make up the work without being penalized.

TARDIES:  In accordance with school policy, quarter grades will be lowered by 2% for each tardy over five.

PROJECTS:  Individual and group projects will be a major feature of this course.  Students will be required to work within a team framework and to make classroom presentations on research projects.  I have often found that with outstanding participation, the special projects are often among the most memorable activities of a student’s high school life. 
NOTE: I sincerely wish for each student that this year will be the best educational experience yet.  I am confident that each and every student has the ability to succeed and I will do my best to help make that success a reality.
