Mathematics:
The Mathematics Department recognizes that mathematics reflects the infinite and orderly nature of God such as rationality, consistency, and accuracy. The goal for the student is to know God, imitate Him, and know that everything exists because of Him. The Mathematics Department wants all students to have a solid foundation in mathematics so that as God reveals His will for their lives, they will be equipped to pursue that path.
Course Description:

This is the last of three text books you will use for high school mathematics covering algebra topics. In this class, we will solidify what you have learned in Algebra I/II for algebraic processes such as solving equations, combining like terms, and manipulating exponents that will be crucial to success when moving on to Calculus. The textbook we use for this class is designed so that students do all the problems in every problem set, and that will be our goal. A concept cannot be fully grasped in just one day, so the homework is designed to review concepts thoroughly in each problem set. We will cover the first half of the book this year, with the second half being covered in Pre-Calculus.
Classroom Expectations:

· Respect is the most important expectation to uphold. That includes not only respect for you teacher, but also respect for all faculty and staff, peers, and property that belongs to those people.
· Come to class on time.

· Bring materials to class every day. That includes paper, pens/pencils, textbooks, and completed homework.
